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Abstract— Steganography is the art of science dealing with hiding secret data inside image, audio, video or text files. In audio
steganography; secret message is embedded in the digital sound by slightly altering the binary sequence of the sound file. Existing
audio steganography software deal with WAV, AU, and even MP3 sound files. Embedding secret messages in the digital sound is
usually a more difficult process than embedding messages in other forms, such as digital images. Audio steganography uses different
algorithms, but (LSB) least significant bit is applied in this paper. The quality of sound is depended on the size of the audio which the
user selects and length of the message.
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
